The cemetery will need a
completed contract and signature in order to authorize
a burial.

T Provide the cremation certificate to your Family Service

Scheduling a Cremation Burial

1 Burial containers - Family Service Representatives will
need to confirm the container information when
scheduling the burial.

7 In ground burials - remains must be in a CCA approved
cultured marble urn or be placed inside a cremation
burial vault.

7 Above ground burials - burial container dimensions
should be available in order to ensure the container will
fit inside the niche.

7 Double niches - will need to consider both burial
container sizes.

| T A wooden pedestal will be setup at the burial location,
